Miss Hui: And I'm interested to know when you first thought of becoming a
teacher as an occupation.

Mr Neu: I first started teaching English Language Arts and Literawre as a
secondary substitute teacher back in 1978, when I was studying for my first Master
degree at the University of Chicago. It was good to help secondary studenis during
the daytime with their writing, and in reading and appreciating British and
American Literapire,

| remember from the time that | was a very young boy sharing, trading and

horrowing books to and from other kids at my school and in my neighborhood.  Quite different from almost all
families now in Hong Kong and China, | am one of twelve children - a large family even for German-irish-Americans
forty years ago. My Dad and Mom had us all reading and learning new things -- and loving it -- from when we were
very small. | knew that | wanted to be either a research scientist or a teacher from a very early age.

Miss Hui: Interesting. Then can you tell us why you choose to be a teacher in Hong Kong?

Mr Neu: My research at the University of Chicago was about Asian societies, | wanted to travel to and learn more
about the countries | had swdied, and | was offered a number of professional research and wriling jobs in the
Philippines, fapan, Korea and Hong Kong. Hong Kong had the best communication and transportation infrasirucire
at the time, and I decided for that kind of work,

Miss Hui: So how long have you been in Hong Kong?

Mr Meu: Altogether, | have lived and worked in Hong Kong now for about 15 years, | have also taught at
unijversities in Guangdong for four years. My fast teaching job there was at Zhongshan University (Z5U) in
Cuangzhou, teaching English to M.A. and Ph.D. stdems from every province of China,

Miss Hui: In your opinion, which is the besl and effective way to improve English?

Mr Neu: fust keep at it, Try to read things you enjoy reading. This does not mean reading silly things. [t means that
learning language -- and learning in general --is something that s its own reward.
