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Learning Languages

[ would like to share with you my own experience of learning languages. You are
right, not just English, but languages. As an English teacher, I speak fluent English. Apart
from English and Mandarin, I also tried learning Korean, Italian, Spanish, Russian and
Thai. However, I succeed in none of them. Nevertheless, I can still read Korean words
aloud and I do understand very simple Spanish, I can speak none of these languages as
fluent as I speak English. It makes me wonder, what is the difference between my success

in learning English and my failure in other languages?
So here’s the first tip: do something that you enjoy.

There are surely numerous methods of learning languages. Everybody seems to have a unique way they learn
a language, but the one thing that all successful language learners have in common is that we simply find ways to

enjoy the language-learning process.

This year, our school puts much emphasis on the promotion of reading. Let me be honest with you — I didn’t
like reading when I was a student. T only started reading a few years ago, after studying in a place where there was
no phone service on the MTR. As a student, I didn’t read the South China Morning Post. Although sometimes I did
read articles on the topies that interested me, it was rare. I learnt my English from watching TV series and movies.
At first, I needed to read both Chinese and English subtitles as I couldn’t follow the show at all. Later on, as [
couldn’t wait for the Chinese subtitles to come out, I watched the ones with English subtitles only. I didn’t
understand most of the words at first, but as I kept on watching, the words started to make sense to me and I started
to understand the main storyline of the show. When I came across words that [ didn’t know, I tried to use my limited
knowledge in phonics to spell it out and google it. And then I wrote these words, phrases or sentences down.
Gradually, my listening skills improved a lot and I also learnt a lot of new words. I wasn’t determined in learning
English; I was just determined in watching TV.

The second tip of learning English is to create an English learning environment. You can start by something
small and approachable, for example try to learn English by reading the nutrition labels on food packaging to learn
the names of food and nutrients and the adjectives to describe taste. When you are taking the MTR. pay attention
to all the directions and map information in English. Or you just simply set English as the language on your phone.
In this way, by repeatedly seeing the same set of words over and over again, these words can stay in your mind for

a very long time.

I keep saying that I fail in learning all those foreign languages. Here comes the tricky part: I still remember
most words I have leamnt about food in all those languages. Simply because I love eating a lot and I find it relatively
easy to see these words over and over again, just by reading recipes in a foreign languages or going to a fancy
supermarket like City Super and study all the brand names and food labels.

So, if you want to give up learning English as it is too difficult, give it another try. Take your learning inte your
own hands; start using materials which you enjoy. Perhaps you may find one enjoyable method way in speaking
English fluently.
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' VOCABULARY COMPETITION

Using English as the language for learning other subjects is definitely an obstacle for most students.

Hence, an Inter-class vocabulary competition was held on 23 October 2018 for all S.1 students to help ease
their stress and also to arouse their interest in learning different subjects.

Before the competition, each student received a list
of wvocabularies about four categories: Science,
Mathematics, Information and Communication
Technologies and Miscellaneous. Students were given
several days to study the vocabulary list and prepare for
the competition.

There were two rounds in this competition. In
round 1, three representatives from each class were
given a few pictures. They had to think of a vocabulary to match the picture and also spell the word
correctly. In round 2, students in each class were randomly chosen to read and spell different vocabulary.
Most of the students took the competition seriously. They revised the vocabulary list and participated
enthusiastically in the competition. Finally. the students from 1C were the champions.

Pen pal scheme

The pen pal scheme is organized to provide students an opportunity to develop writing and
communication skills in English and to make friendship. More than one hundred students from form one to
form three join this program. They exchange letters and small presents with primary six students from S.K.H.
