Our Science teachers are always excited when hearing this feedback from our students. The junior science (S1-S3)

curriculum aims to enable students to develop curiosity and interest in Science, to create a basic understanding of the
nature of Science and hence develop our students’ ability to conduct scientific
investigation and solve problems in our daily lives.

To enhance students’ learning interest and ability in Science, our strategies
start from students’ daily life experiences and ask discovery questions to help
students recognise the key properties of the objects.

Furthermore, a series of hands-on and mind-on activity-oriented teaching kits
are developed to strengthen students’ knowledge in Science, Technology,
Art and Mathematics. It can also enhance students’ collaboration, problem-
solving skills and innovative thinking.

This year, English is being used as a medium of instruction in Science for all S1 students.

Our science curriculum has integrated language support into science teaching. Lesson objectives and tasks of different
levels of difficulty in language have been devised to help students’ understanding during the lessons. In addition,

different language support strategies such as scaffoldings and sequential explanations are being used to enhance our
students’ ability to learn Science in English.

Collaboration between the Science team and the English team will
ensure students are able to learn the content and express their
understanding through English.
