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OSMOSIS. Is it a new word for you? If you look in a dictionary, you'll find 2 meanings for the word OSMOSIS.

The first meaning for OSMOSIS is about Biology. OSMOSIS happens where some water in one area which is not-so-salty, passes
through a special wall (or barrier), through to another area with very salty water. This movement of water happens AUTOMATICALLY.
It happens naturally and it doesn’t need any extra energy. It's quite amazing.

The second meaning for OSMOSIS is about a special way that humans (like you) learn a language (like English). This way of learning
a language also happens AUTOMATICALLY. It also happens very naturally, and you can hardly notice it while it is happening. And, in
the end, your English will improve!

Are you interested to know how language OSMOSIS happens and what you can do to make it happen? Yes? OK!

For language OSMOSIS to happen, you need to do some INPUT of English as often as you can. You can do INPUT in 2 ways.
READING or LISTENING. You can also do some READING and LISTENING both together. That might be even better.

To get the best results, you should try to do some English INPUT as often as you can. 4 or more times a week is OK. Of course, more
times is better. You don’t need to do your English INPUT for very long each time. 10 minutes each time is OK. Of course, a longer
time is also better.

It's important that your English INPUT should be something that you LIKE to READ or to LISTEN to. If you LIKE it, then you'll keep
doing it. That’s important too.

So, how does language OSMOSIS work exactly? I'll tell you:------

When you READ or LISTEN to some English from a proper place, such as a book or an audio book, then the English that is being
INPUT into your brain through your eyes or your ears (or both), is one hundred percent (100%) correct! That’s great.

This means your brain is getting correct INPUT about the spelling of all the vocabulary. It is probably also getting some new
vocabulary, which is already in a sentence. This means your brain can guess about the meaning of any new words, because the new
words are in context. Great!

All the grammar that your brain is getting is 100% perfect too. All the tenses. All the subject/verb agreements. All the pronouns. All the
punctuation. All the word forms. All the sentence structures. All of the language information your brain is getting is 100% correct.

Fantastic! Now the magic part:-----

You brain will AUTOMATICALLY start to remember lots of the English language information it is getting, even though you might not
notice that it is happening. That's language OSMOSIS. Just like Biology OSMOSIS. It's quite amazing! And, it happens naturally.

But, it doesn’t happen all at once. You'll need to do English INPUT frequently (at least 4 times a week, and for at least 10 minutes
each time). However, if you can keep doing it, it is guaranteed that your English will steadily keep improving, little by little.

And, as a bonus, if your English INPUT is about something that you like, then it will also be FUN, and it won’t seem like work at all.
So...why not give it a try!

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Hello there! My name is Mr. Savundra and I'm here to share some tips on how you can independently improve your English.

Although | am just working as an English teacher here in Hong Kong at the moment, | am actually a trained French and Spanish
teacher as well, having studied these subjects when | was a student. As such, | have identified important aspects on which to focus
when teaching English as a second language. Furthermore, | have identified general linguistic skills that can be applied in the learning
and teaching of other foreign languages as well. In this newsletter, I'd like to share three language-learning principles that follow on
from this and that you may find useful.

Firstly, focus on basic grammar. Mastering basic grammar components, such as basic pronouns and tenses, will provide you with
the foundation that you need to make a strong start in your independent learning journey. However, do not solely focus on grammar!
You can always come back to this stage to excel further in the learning of English grammar after covering the next two principles.

The next principle involves exposure; expose yourself to the language in a way that you find engaging and interesting. Two effective
and seemingly obvious examples of this are to watch television and web-based series, and read newspapers. In addition, reading
fiction books is another seemingly obvious example. However, this can be extremely effective when combined with listening to the
corresponding audiobook at the same time as reading it yourself in book format. Have you tried this before?

Lastly, the final principle is to consolidate what you have learned and consolidate in ‘bite-size’ chunks. When you have learnt
something new, write it down! This may involve the learning of a new grammatical pattern, new vocabulary, or even a new sentence
pattern; write it down and consolidate your learning.

It is important to note that it does not stop here. If you wish to excel in learning English, you must continue to learn new grammar, gain
exposure to the language and consolidate. Nevertheless, these guidelines and the order in which they have been placed may help
you make the start you've always wanted in your pursuit of excellence in independent language-learning.

Dating back 200 years when the first car was invented
during the Industrial Revolution, air pollution has
continued to harm people's health and the environment.
Recently in Hong Kong, the poor air quality has been
proved fo be associated with the rising number of
citizens contracting lung diseases such as asthma
and lung cancer. This is due to the overuse of diesel
vehicles on the road and urbanisation. In view of this,
I am writing to describe the causes of air pollution in
Hong Kong and provide solutions.

Air pollution in Hong Kong is mostly caused by having
too many diesel vehicles on the road like trucks, buses
and minibuses. Among different types of air pollutants,
diesel vehicles constitute 75% of the emission. These
vehicles all produce a considerably large amount of
suspended particulates and air pollutants, which may
irritate our respiratory system and result in dyspnoea
of different levels.
