1. Are there any superstitions in your country, Australia?

No, not really. | don't even have a lucky number! | once met a person who said ‘This is my luck’, and then showed me both
of his hands. He meant that he didn‘t believe in luck but he believed that if he worked hard himself then the things that he
wanted would come to him. | thought that it was an interesting view. It's probably true for students also. Usually, those

4. What do you do at Chinese New Year usually? Do you visit your friends and family members?
Yes, | will probably go out for a meal with my family or friends. For most westerners, it’s not such a special time as it is for
Chinese families but it is still enjoyable to see all the activities at Chinese New Year, such as the lights on the buildings in
Central and Tsim Sha Tsui and the fireworks display on Victoria Harbour.

5. Do you give red packets to anyone at Chinese New Year?
Ha, ha. Not usually. Although many students ask me for "lai see" packets. My son also
hopes that | will give him some red packets, but he knows that he already gets treats at
other times of the year, such as Christmas and his birthday.
