| would like to draw your attention to the tainted-milk scandal. | am
a parent of one of the victims of tainted milk scandal. Fortunately, my
child had been checked and recovered. But | was appalled by the
horrible conditions that 12,000 victims still remained in dinics. Although
Premier Wen Jiabao apologized to all victims of the scandal, | think that

the apology cannot change the fact that has hurt and frightened people
in the world.

In my opinion, | won't accept his apology for several reasons. Firstly, |
want to ask why the milk was found to be tainted so suddenly? Right
now, no one can guarantee if the milk we have been drinking is not
contaminated. How can we entrust our valuable lives to the Chinese
producers and leaders again?

Quality inspections should be done to see if the milk contains any
harmful substances. If the milk products fail to pass the inspection, the
government can sue the companies and even shut down the factories.
This can ensure the good quality of dairy products.

In addition, the government can also provide more medical services
to people so that they can have detailed body checks and find out if the
infants have kidney stones. Doctors can then deal with the situation

accordingly. This can decease the number of deaths caused by tainted
milk.
